SABBATH SCHOOL LESSON STUDY: 

“GOD VINDICATED BY THE ATONEMENT & 
JUDGMENT  

 “We protest by these presents, before God, our only Cre-

ator, Preserver, Redeemer, and Saviour, and who will one 

day be our Judge, as well as before all men and all crea-

tures, that we, for us and our people, neither consent nor 

adhere in any manner whatever to the proposed decree in 

anything that is contrary to God, to his Word, to our right 

conscience, or to the salvation of our souls. . . . We cannot 

assert that when Almighty God calls a man to his know-

ledge, he dare not embrace that divine knowledge. . . . 

There is no true doctrine but that which conforms to the 

Word of God. The Lord forbids the teaching of any other 

faith. The Holy Scriptures, with one text explained by oth-

er and plainer texts, are, in all things necessary for the 

Christian, easy to be understood, and adapted to enlight-

en. We are therefore resolved by divine grace to maintain 

the pure preaching of God's only Word, as it is contained 

in the scriptures of the Old and New Testaments, without 

anything added thereto. This word is the only truth. It is 

the sure rule of all doctrine and life, and can never fail or 

deceive us. He who builds on this foundation shall stand 

against all the powers of hell, whilst all the vanities that 

are set up against it shall fall before the face of God.”  GC
